Caney Valley Electric held its 69th An-
nual Meeting on March 24, 2017, at the 
Cedar Vale school gymnasium. There 
were 347 members registered, and 
approximately 450 were served a ham-
burger meal by the Sedan Lions Club.

With no nominations from the 
fl oor, three trustees were re-elected 
to the Board by acclamation—
CORAL ANN MAGNUS, DAVID EVANS
and DAN HUBERT. STEVE CLARK was 
introduced as a new Board member 
appointed to fi ll the position vacated 
when his father, Jim Clark, passed away.  

Special guests present included 
Carol Dorr, Executive Secretary 
with Kansas Electric Cooperatives in 
Topeka, and Shawn Geil, Director of 
Information Systems with Kansas Elec-
tric Power Cooperative (KEPCo), also 
in Topeka.

Kilowatt 
hour sales have been down due to 
milder weather and conditions with 
the oil industry, but the cooperative 
continues to meet its fi nancial ratios 
required by lenders. Following his 
report, he responded to some ques-
tions from the members.
